The vision of the Founders seemed to be realized. It was no longer necessary to appeal to alumnifmem-

bership for interest as they were now very active. Alpha Phi Alpha had developed in an undergra

duate

and graduate superstructure in which both were mutually dependant and they no longer faced a djvided

future.

I n 1927, the Fraternity is said to be at 1its
and approximately 1,750 Brothers in the membership.

During that year numerous alumni chapters were organized, to include; Alpha Zeta Lambda in Wes

t Vir-

ginia, Alpha Delta Lambda in Memphis, Alpha Epsilon Lambda in MS, Alpha Tau Lambda in NJ ajpd Alpl

Eta Lambda in PV,TX.

The development of these chapters was quite similar as there were graduate Brothers who dd
closer unity among themselves and wished to renew old Alpha ties. In this way, the fraternity exts

its graduate membership.

The convention that year was held in Cleveland, OH Decembed 31. There were 150 brothers in at-

sired
nded

tendance including 2 Founders; Jewels Kelley and Ogle. It should be noted that the 1926 conventign held

in Richmond, VA with 69 brothers in attendance.

During the Cleveland convention Brother Andrew Rose was elected as General President and one

major legislative issues adopted was that the fraternity pin should only be worn by Brothers of Alphal.
